Evaluation Visit Selection Criteria

The purpose of this document is to outline the criteria that will be applied to all Approved Learning Providers to select the sample for the ELCAS quality control visits.

Inclusion:

To be selected for an Evaluation Visit:

1. The Learning Provider must have submitted invoices for 10 or more authorised claims in the last 12 months;

2. The Learning Provider must not have received a visit in the last 24 months except where selection criteria 3, 4, or 5 are fulfilled;

Unless:

3. Specific concerns have been raised by MoD or ELCAS (one or more visit flags highlighted).

Selection:

4. The Learning Provider has a total of 3 or more of either; visit flags (set for negative evaluation received in the last 9 months and these represent 20% of evaluation returns) and/or responses to questions 2a & b on the evaluation form that reflect a lack of student support from the learning provider; Weighted towards the highest return.

Or

5. Has scored less than 80% from the evaluation feedback form data on 2or more occasions. Weighted towards the highest number of occasions.

Or

6. Learning Providers may also be selected where specific concerns have been raised by MoD or ELCAS.

If insufficient visits are generated by the above apply the following:

7. The Learning Provider has greater than 10% of the total claims received in the last 12 months; Weighted towards the highest percentage return.

8. The Learning Provider has greater than 10% of the total value of all claims received in the last 12 months; Weighted towards the highest percentage return.

If insufficient visits are generated by the above apply the following:
9. Use the database programme to randomly select the required visits from Learning Providers fulfilling inclusion criteria 1 & 2; 
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
